Abstracts

Those wishing to make oral or poster presentations should send one-page camera-ready abstracts by post or e-mail (Word or text files only, please) to Dr Karen Edler (address below). A booklet of abstracts will be prepared and distributed at the meeting. The deadline for submission of abstracts is 1st March 2005.
Accommodation

Accommodation will be on campus in Brendon Court, which contains single rooms with washbasins, arranged in groups of 11 to 14. Brendon Court is backed by a golf course with the central campus at the front. Several banks, a grocery store, post office, bookshop, newsagent and extensive sporting facilities are located on campus. Parking is available close by in the East or West car parks. The centre of Bath is 1 mile away and is easily accessible via the “Bright Orange” buses which run a regular service every 15 minutes.
Meals

The full registration fee covers dinner on the 4th April and breakfast and lunch on 5th and 6th April in the self-service Choices restaurant. Morning and afternoon tea, coffee and biscuits will also be supplied. The formal Conference Dinner will take place on the 5th April at the historic Pump Room at the Roman Baths This dinner is also covered in the residential registration fees.

RAIL: Bath Spa mainline station is on the London Paddington to Bristol line. Buses 18 and 418, branded “Bright Orange”, depart frequently to the University from Railway Street behind the Bus Station (opposite Bath Spa Railway Station).

ROAD: The University campus is situated on Claverton Down, to the east of Bath. The A4 and A36 roads run through the city; the M4 motorway is about 10 miles away. From the M4, take junction 18 and follow the A46 south to the Bath exit. Turn right on to the A4 westbound to Bath. After 1.5 miles turn left at the traffic lights (signposted "City Centre A36"); after 700 yards turn left at the roundabout towards Warminster, then after 300 yards turn right into North Road (signposted "Claverton Down"). The Quarry Road entrance to the campus (West car park) is on the left towards the top of the hill.
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If approaching from the city centre, the A4 or the A36 eastbound follow signs to "Warminster", "Claverton Down", "American Museum" and "Park & Ride (University)". If approaching from the A36 (northbound) follow signs to "Claverton Down". 

AIR: Bristol International Airport, the nearest to Bath is approx. 21 miles away. Express coach services connect to Bristol Temple Meads rail station from where frequent trains operate to Bath. Coach services also operate from Heathrow and Gatwick Airports to Bath.
