A booklet of abstracts will be prepared and distributed at the meeting. Deadline for submission of abstracts is 17th February 2007.
Accommodation

En-suite accommodation will be on campus in Alcuin College, two minutes walk from Derwent College, where the conference and catering will be centred. The conference fee covers the nights of the 26th and 27th March. Please contact Dr Macquarrie if you require accommodation for additional nights, or if you intend to bring accompanying guests. Several banks, a grocery store, post office, bookshop, newsagent and extensive sporting facilities are located on campus. Parking is available on campus. The centre of York is 1 mile away and easily accessible via the no. 4 bus which runs every 15 minutes.
Meals

In addition to accommodation, the full registration fee covers dinner on the 26th March, conference dinner on the 27th March and breakfast and lunch on 27th and 28th March in Derwent College. Morning and afternoon tea, coffee and biscuits will also be supplied. 

Travel
RAIL: York is well served by rail links, being on the East Coast Mainline (London 2 hours, Edinburgh 2.5h ) and on the Liverpool / Manchester to Newcastle route (Liverpool 2.5h, Manchester 1.5h, Newcastle 1h) and on cross country routes from the South West (Birmingham 2.5h, Bristol 4h). Buses run from the station to the campus (no. 4, every 15 minutes at most times)

ROAD: The University campus is situated on the South-East of the city, and is best approached from the A64, which connects to the motorway network. For those coming from the west along the A64, please take the A19 junction (left) in the direction of Fulford and then take a right turn at Heslington Lane to reach the University. For those coming from the east, please take the Hull Road junction (A1079); after going straight across the junction towards York centre, take the first exit at the roundabout and then right after Heslington Church, approximately one mile further. 
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AIR: The journey time from Heathrow or Gatwick to York is ca. 3.5 hours by train. From Manchester Airport a direct train service runs to York (ca. 2h) Several regional airports are close to York, including Leeds-Bradford, Newcastle, Durham-Teesside and Doncaster.
